New Outlook Rules and Expectations
New Outlook is committed to creating a safe, positive environment for all teen participants. Following, is a list of general rules to be enforced during all New Outlook activities and outings.  
Swearing: Participants are to refrain from using inappropriate language at New Outlook.
Behavior:  Participants are expected, at all times, to treat staff and peers with respect and consideration. Bickering, teasing, bullying is strictly prohibited.

Public Displays of Affection (PDA): Kissing and cuddling are prohibited. Hand-holding is permitted.

Listening and Following Directions: For the safety of all (particularly during off-site trips) it is mandatory that participants listen to staff and follow directions at all times. 
Care for the Environment: It is mandatory that participants respect their physical environment at all times. This means: cleaning up after yourself, treating other’s belongings with care, and treating sites (i.e. New Outlook, parks, trails, beaches, museums) with respect.

New Outlook Belongings and Property: We expect that all New Outlook equipment (i.e. backpacks, coolers, play equipment, gear) will be treated with respect and care. We also expect that New Outlook property (i.e. furniture, garden beds, fences, picnic tables) will also be treated with respect and care. 

Signing in/Signing out: It is expected that all participants will sign in when they arrive at New Outlook. Unless otherwise indicated by parents, Middle School participants are permitted to sign out for 15 minutes with a buddy. High School participants can come and go as they please.
Vehicles: Unless otherwise indicated by parents, participants are not permitted to leave New Outlook in another participant’s car. In addition, there will be no eating or drinking in any New Outlook vehicle and seat belts must be worn at all times. 

New Outlook Spaces: Students are not permitted in offices without a staff person present. In addition, the right-hand side of New Outlook’s building is strictly off limits.
Violation of the aforementioned rules will result in the following consequences: 

1) 1st Offense: Participant will be warned by a staff member that they have broken a rule

2) 2nd Offense: Participant will be warned by a staff member that they have broken a rule again. Participant may be assigned 10 minutes of community service at New Outlook.
3) 3rd Offense: Participants parents/guardians may be called and asked to pick their teen up at New Outlook or at the off-site location.
Stealing: Stealing, of any kind, is strictly prohibited
Fighting: Participants are strictly prohibited from engaging in any physical altercations 
Prohibited Items: Lighters/matches, weapons of any kind, cigarettes, drugs, alcohol
Violation of the three the aforementioned rules will result in the following consequences:

       1)     Participants parents will be called and asked to pick up their teen at New Outlook or at the activity site
       2)     A meeting will be scheduled with the participant’s parents/guardians regarding next steps
